There are 140 breakout sessions at this year’s conference, and
finding those that are best suited to your needs and interests can be challenging.

The breakout sessions have been divided into 28 categories called tracks. Within each track there are three
types of breakout sessions, workshops, which are more interactive, didactic sessions, which are more formal
(i.e. they will include a lecture-like presentation), and double sessions, which are a hybrid of the two.

We hope the below session keywords and descriptors will help you navigate the maze and determine which of the
breakouts are most relevant to your needs and interests.

Any person can go to any session! The tracks are not meant to exclude anyone. Feel free, for example, to
attend a “Legal Track” session even if you're not a lawyer, an “IO Track” session if you're not an 10O, etc.

Some of the breakout sessions are labeled basic (for those new to the field or in need of a refresher), or
advanced (for those with more experience). Those sessions that do not have one of these two labels are
more general in content and are intended for all audiences.

Given that some topics are addressed in many of the breakouts, we have included keywords to help you
locate other sessions that deal with similar issues. The keywords can be found beneath each descriptor,
and we have cross-referenced them in the below table with the corresponding sessions so you can find
your “best-of-all-possible-world” breakouts both ways, i.e., find a session you like and see what keywords
are included, or take a look at those keywords that match your conference wish list and then find the
breakout sessions in which they will be covered.
